The Product...  
 

Historical Data  

Max / min station data, HDD / CDD totals on a state, regional, production / consump-
tion, and national levels 

 Data available from Jan 1st 1975 to present 
 
Climatological Data  

Continuously updated 10 yr and 30 yr smoothed normals 
 
Operational Data  

Previous 7 days of actuals & 15-day forecast 

Presented as daily values, state, regional, production / consumption, and national 
levels
